Danc-

ers 7 and older that have 

no pointe experience are 

asked to audition from 

11:30-12:15am and dancers 

that have had pointe ex-

perience are asked to audi-

tion from 12:30-1:00pm.   

You will be asked to sign a 

performance agreement 

that day.  It is very 

important that you 

read all the details 

of  this agreement 

before you sign it 

or audition.  If  

you are unavailable 

for some of  the 

mandatory dates 

then you will need 

to speak with the 

instructor before 

auditioning to see 

if  missing those 

dates is alright.  

There is a $40 per-

formance fee to 

participate in the 

2010 production 

of  The Nut-

cracker.

We 

also send out class 

cancellations, 

should the weather 

be bad, via email.  Having your 

updated email is very important.
